B. Administrative Items

Motion by Mr. Lykins, seconded by Mr. Bloom, to approve the minutes of the March 13, 2020
Regular Meeting of the Clermont County Transportation Improvement District, as submitted, and
upon roll call vote, carried with each member present voting aye.

C. Transportation Improvement Projects Progress Updates
General:

1. OKVICC Update — Jeremy Evans reported that the ICC met virtually in April and will meet again in
May. The FY21-24 TIP was adopted at the April meeting. Applications for STP and TA projects are
due Friday, June 5, 2020. Applications are online at OKl.org. Staff is working to finish the 2050 Plan
with adoption anticipated at the June 11, 2020 OKI Board meeting.

2. Eastgate Area Community Outreach — Jeremy Evans reported that Rasor distributed an update to
stakeholders on the opening of the Price Road Bridge. They promoted National Work Zone
Awareness Week on social media pages, which produced a bump in engagement numbers. They
continue to monitor and share project updates as they are released from the CCEO. Rasor continues to
work with the team on updates to the SR 32 Corridor map to better show the partnership between the

"~ TID and ODOT in completing current and future projects. Email/hotline questions are steady;
questions included roadway sight distance concerns, pothole complaints and the Clepper Lane project
status.

3. Eastern Corridor — Segments I, II-III, IVa, — Jeremy Evans advised that there is nothing new to
report on Eastern Corridor IVa. ODOT is finishing design work and continuing to buy ROW. CCEO
is working on an OKI app for the Gleneste Withamsville overpass and ramps (phases 8 and 9).

4. Old SR 74 Widening — Phase I — Jeremy Evans reported that the past couple of months the
contractor has been working on various waterline and storm installations in areas that were
cleared of utilities. All of the utilities have recently been relocated on Gleneste Withamsville and
the contractor has started work on this phase of the project. Work on Gleneste should be
completed by early June. We are working with the utility companies to get the section of Old SR
74 from Gleneste Withamsville to Tealtown cleared by June so the confractor can continue
working on Old SR 74 in June.

5. Clepper Lane Extension — Jeremy Evans reported that various storm infrastructure has been
installed in the last couple of months. The contractor is currently working on existing Clepper
Lane and the curb has been poured with asphalt scheduled within the next week or so depending
on weather. The contractor will be working on Gleneste Withamsville once completed with the
Clepper Lane asphalt.

6. Aicholtz Road Roundabouts — Jeremy Evans reported that American Structurepoint has finished
bringing the RABs to more current/relevant standards vs the original design from nearly 5 years
ago and revised the north leg of the Eastgate Square Blvd RAB to miss the water utility
vault. They are now beginning the QC process to submit to ODOT on June 1, 2020. They will
resolve the format for the public meeting — virtual or standard — soon to stay on track for
environmental approval. There is a new business item on the agenda relative to the project.

7. ITS Phase 3 — Jeremy Evans advised that the PSE package was sent to ODOT on April 21, 2020. The
CCEO is awaiting authorization to bid. There is a new business item on the agenda relative to the
project.

Elick Lane/Bach-Buxton Roadway Improvements — Jeremy Evans reported that work is completed.
The contractor is waiting for the area to dry up a little before final seed and straw.

Round Bottom Road Bridge Replacement — Jeremy Evans advised that Burgess & Niple has
received Stage 3 comments from ODOT and the County. There was a utility coordination meeting on
May 6, 2020. They are on schedule to submit final plans on July 1, 2020. Right of way acquisition is
underway with several parcel already acquired.

Price Road Bridge Replacement — Jeremy Evans reported that the bridge is open and waiting on a
few minor issues to be completed by the contractor before final payment and closeout.
