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C. Transportation Improvement Projects Progress Updates
General:

1. OKVICC Update — Bob Koehler, ICC/OKI, advised that the Board did not meet in July. Mr.
Koehler reported that they have received 45 applications for projects. Staff is in the process of
reviewing the applications.

2. Eastgate Area Community Outreach — Betty Hull, advised that traffic on social media has been
slow. Rasor continues work on updating the website.

3. Eastern Corridor — Segments I, II-III, IVa — Jeremy Evans advised that there is nothing new to
repott.

Active:

4. ITS Phase 3 — Amanda Beiting, CCEO, advised that the project is currently on hold. The project is
complete except for a few additions to the project. The contractor is waiting on materials to tie up
the additional items.

5. Pond Road Bridge Replacement — Doug Royer, CCEO, advised that the consultant submitted Stage
2 plans to ODOT and the County for review. The County has returned their comments and the
consultant is waiting to get feedback from ODOT. Mr. Royer advised that they are in the process of
acquiring ROW for the project. A request was made to move the project up a full calendar year.

6. Round Bottom Road Bridge Replacement (CR106-3.03) — Brad Ackel, Carpenter Marty, advised
that the County has returned Stage 2 comments and they are waiting on comments from ODOT.
They are on schedule for the environmental document approval on August 8, 2022. Mr. Ackel
advised that they are moving forward with Stage 3 plans.

7. SR28 and Smith Road Intersection Improvement Project — Amanda Beiting, CCEQ, advised that
the foundation is complete for the traffic signals. The poles have not been installed yet. The project
may be on hold due to the storm damage in the area.

8. East Loveland Bridge Replacement (M-01-0.18) — Doug Royer, CCEO, advised that the County
has received OPWC funding for the project. The TID is waiting to see what the City of Loveland
will do about their funding. Mr. Royer advised that we may move forward and begin to acquire
ROW.

9. Walnut Street Reconstruction Plans — Doug Royer, CCEO, advised that he has contacted
contractors and has tentative meetings scheduled on the project.

10. Aicholtz Road Roundabouts — Mike Long, American Structurepoint, advised that the project is
running smoothly, They have submitted Stage 2 plans to the County and ODOT. ROW acquisition
is still on-going.

11. Old SR 74 Improvements & Bridge Replacement Project C171-2.31 — Doug Royer, CCEO,
advised that they are 90 percent finished with finalizing the plans. They are currently working with
utility companies. They are in the process of finalizing ROW. Mr. Royer anticipates that the project
will bid this fall.
